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BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES AT 
THE UNITED NATIONS

The UN currently spends around 17 billion dollars annually on goods 
and services for peacekeeping, humanitarian and development pro-
jects around the world. UN agencies can offer interesting sales 
opportunities for international companies whose products match 
their needs.
The overall procurement volume of UN organizations in 2014 increased to 
$17,2 billion, from $16,1 billion in 2013 – an increase of 7,2%.

The increase in the overall procurement volume is mainly attributable to a 
rise in volume from three organizations: the United Nations Children’s 
Fund (UNICEF), the United Nations Procurement Division (UN/PD), and 
the United Nations World Food Programme (WFP). The increase within 
these three organizations was due in part to a rise in the procurement of 
food products, transportation services, fuel and pharmaceuticals.

In 2014, due to two consecutive years of significant increase in the pro-
curement volume of goods, the procurement mix of goods and services 
are now close to equal, with the services still constituting a slight majority 
of the UN system’s procurement representing 50,5%, while goods repre-
sent 49,5% of the total procurement volume.
